Salt Dough
You will make the salt dough in groups of two. One of the partners will measure out 2 cups of flour. The other partner will measure 1 cup of salt. Once everyone at your table has put the dry ingredients into their bowl, the partner that added the salt may get 1 cup water from the sink. Only put in ¾ of a cup to begin with. If you need the rest of the water (If it’s to dry.) than add it. You don’t want it runny! Mix it with your hands completely. Take turns! You will each get half of the dough for your salt dough map. You will put your half of the salt dough on the butcher paper or wax paper at your table. It is now time to wait and follow the teacher’s directions.
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Salt Dough Coloring Steps and Landforms
1. NE – PINK  1 drop red food coloring

2. SE – ORANGE   1 drop orange & yellow food coloring

3. MW – YELLOW   2 drops yellow food coloring

4. SW – GREEN  1 drop green food coloring

5. W – RED 2 drops red food coloring

6. NPW – PURPLE   1 drop red & blue food coloring

1. Color Canada and Mexico brown. (Label them in black.)

2. Color all the bodies of water blue. (Label them in black.)

3. Once the map dries color all the mountain ranges black or leave them the original color of the salt dough. (Label mountain ranges)

4. Label the Great Basin, Death Valley, Atlantic Coastal Plains, and The Great Plains.
