Henry Hudson p. 142
· Sailed for England (reached an island off of Greenland) & Dutch-Netherland
· Artic Ocean-northeast passage-icebergs blocked his trip
· Explored New York Harbor & Canada
· Claimed NY for the Dutch
· Hudson River-1st European to sail it for the Dutch-Netherlands
· Hudson Bay – England
· Hudson Strait
· His crew threatened to mutiny him – 2nd voyage
· Obstacle: thick ice-crew complaining too cold-crew took charge; Hudson, his son, & 8 crew members were put on a small boat (adrift in a small boat) & Henry Hudson was never seen again. 
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
