1. New England Colonies – PINK 1 drop red food coloring

2. Mid-Atlantic Colonies- White/tan

3. Southern Colonies – YELLOW 1 drop yellow food coloring

4. SE – 4 drops DARK YELLOW food coloring – Maybe add 1 drop orange

5. Great Plain & Mid-West – PURPLE 1 drop red & blue food coloring

6. SW – BLUE  1 drop blue food coloring

7. Mountain West – ORANGE 3 drops orange food coloring
8. W – GREEN 1 drop green food coloring

Bodies of Water: (Draw each body of water on your map with your fingers.)
1. Mississippi River

5. Gulf of Mexico,
